Agenda item #1: CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Mr. Taneff called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m.
Agenda item la: Roll Call

Ms. Flanery took roll call and all eleven seated members were present. Having noted a quorum of members were present, Mr.
Taneff proceeded to have the Board conduct business.

Agenda item 1b: Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America

Following the roll call, Mr. Taneff asked members to stand and recite the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of
America. Members and audience rose and recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Agenda item 1c: Approval of Meeting Agenda (Exhibit C)

Motion #1: Mes. Osterhage moved to approve the meeting agenda for January 14, 2019. Ms. Thomas seconded the motion.
Discussion: None. Roll call vote taken — motion carried: 11 - Yes.
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Motion #2: Ms. Sheipline moved to amend the meeting agenda under item 8(e) to discuss days and times of board
meetings. Ms. Yeager seconded the motion. Discussion: None. Roll call vote taken — motion carried: 11 - Yes.

Agenda item 1d: Testimony on Elections — Wezlynn Davis (Exhibit D collective)

Ms. Davis provided her name and address for the record. Ms. Davis stated she was appearing to represent the public, industry
leaders, their corporations, leading educational institutions, and multiple associations and she was bringing forth their
endorsement of Mr. Hanks for Chairperson and Ms. Thomas for Vice-Chairperson. Ms. Davis then discussed the qualifications
and professional skills held by each person endorsed and encouraged members to elect Mr. Hanks and Ms. Thomas. Letters of
endorsement were provided.

Ms. Osterhage was acknowledged by the Board Chairperson. Ms. Osterhage stated that the endorsement of more than 1,600
persons was impressive, but that it was a small percentage of the licensees in the State of Ohio. Ms. Osterhage suggested that a
review of bios of each member of the Board, including Mr. Hanks and Ms. Thomas, would find that their experience and
attributes are not unlike other members who are all successful individuals representing all facets of the industry. Ms. Osterhage
stated that she did not feel a member’s job was to represent a specific facet of the industry, but to come prepared to address issues
facing the Board and to lead.

Mes. Davis reiterated her reasons for encouraging members to support Mr. Hanks and Ms. Thomas citing their broad knowledge of
the industry at large.

Ms. Osterhage stated that she respects those comments, but that, in her opinion, she imagines any member of the board would
have the ability to lead and do a good job. Referring to Ms. Davis, Ms. Osterhage stated that it was great that she was representing
people, but that it was not typical.

Agenda item le: Election of Board Officers (Exhibit E collective)

- Chairperson

Mes. Osterhage nominated Mr. Taneff
Ms. Thomas nominated Mr. Hanks

Mr. Taneff acknowledged Ms. Osterhage. Ms. Osterhage addressed the room, stating that it had been an uncomfortable year,
which she concluded began after the merger of the two boards. Ms. Osterhage stated that she re-read all the meeting minutes
since April 2018 to try to determine “why we are where we are.” Ms. Osterhage stated that she does not look forward to coming
to meetings any longer, she is nervous, and she is concerned for safety, which she stated were her own feelings. Ms. Osterhage
then addressed the merger of the two boards. Ms. Osterhage stated she believed cosmetologists would have been just as
uncomfortable and equally upset with such a merger if another agency absorbed the Ohio State Board of Cosmetology. Ms.
Osterhage stated that she understands the emotion, but she feels bad for the Board staff; and the Board, whom she stated has been
the focus of much negativity. Ms. Osterhage stated that it is important to remember that the Board had nothing to do with the
legislation that merged the two Boards. Ms. Osterhage stated that people have a choice to continue with the negativity and not
work together or work together to become a respected Board. Ms. Osterhage acknowledged a prior comment made by Board
member Cumberlander, which she summarized to illustrate differing opinions associated with the merger of the two boards. Ms.
Osterhage then addressed the negativity and recent legislation, noting she is a business person and she is permitted to have her
personal opinions. Ms. Osterhage stated that H.B. 189 had nothing to do with the Board. Ms. Osterhage called upon everyone to
commit to working together. Ms. Osterhage stated the persons appointed to this Board are incredible people. Ms. Osterhage
stated Board members all have other lives and people in their private lives may not agree, but within the Board, it is all about the
Board’s business and she encourage people to end the in-fighting and make the Board the best it could be. Ms. Osterhage urged
people to move forward in a positive manner and commended the Barber industry and its incredible role.

Mr. Hanks thanked Ms. Osterhage for her comments and stated his agreement with much of it. Mr. Hanks stated it is
uncomfortable and not fun trying to figure out what issues could cause disagreements at the Board meetings. Mr. Hanks
congratulated Mr. Taneff and stated he had a lot of confidence in him. Mr. Hanks thanked Mr. Taneff for his outreach when they
had differences. Mr. Hanks stated that legislation happens elsewhere, and everyone should keep that in mind to help everyone to
move forward. Mr. Hanks stated that he sincerely hopes everyone in the room and at the Board table can move forward together.

Motion #4: Mr. Penzone moved to approve the minutes of November 13, 2018 with corrections to motions #20 and #21,
changing the word “September” to “November.” Ms. Thomas seconded the motion. Discussion: None. Roll call vote taken -
motion carried: 11 — Yes.
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Agenda item #3: OFFICER AND STAFF REPORTS

Agenda item 3a: Chairperson’s Report
No report.
Agenda item 3b: Executive Director’'s Report (Exhibit H)

Mr. Logsdon filed a written report. Mr. Logsdon provided a brief verbal review of his report.

Mr. Logsdon provided the Board with a FY 2019 financial activity report. Mr. Logsdon noted that there were two attachments,
#1 and #2: current purchase orders and current expenditures. Mr. Logsdon informed the Board that he will break up the
disbursement report from this date on and only provide a list of expenditures occurring after the previous reported expenditures.
Ms. Osterhage inquired if it was necessary to see the expenditures and Mr. Logsdon informed her that it was required. Mr.
Logsdon reminded the Board that they have a fiscal oversight role. Mr. Logsdon stated that first and second quarter expenditure
were unremarkable, but that third quarter will rise significantly due to online transaction fees and the eLicense Ohio costs.

Mr. Logsdon reported that Mr. Scott Buckridge had accepted a position as a barber inspector. Mr. Logsdon stated that the Board
is being asked to approve a resolution affirming the hiring.

Mr. Logsdon reported that a staff meeting was held on December 11, 2018 and he thanked Mr. Penzone for graciously agreeing to
present to the staff on the importance of staff roles and their contribution to organizational success. Mr. Penzone thanked Mr.
Logsdon for asking him to speak.

Mr. Logsdon provided an update on the Cosmetology license renewal period. He stated that the number of persons renewing will
likely rise significantly during the next two days due to the January 15, 2019 CE deadline. He reported that January 31, 2019 is
the filing deadline. Mr. Logsdon stated that the number of persons renewing is ahead of the past renewal. Mr. Penzone asked
about the size of the workload. Mr. Logsdon provided a review.

Mr. Logsdon provided the Board with an update on a rules hearing held on January 4, 2019 and continued until January 7, 2019 to
accommodate additional attendees. Mr. Logsdon reported that comments are summarized under New Business.

Mr. Logsdon gave a legislative update on Am. Sub. S.B. 255. Mr. Logsdon characterized the Act as primarily a sunset statute
that affects all occupational licensing boards. Mr. Logsdon explained that all Boards, under the new law, will sunset every six
years. He stated that 33% of Boards and Commissions will be reviewed every two years. Mr. Logsdon emphasized that the Board
will have the burden to prove need for continued existence. Mr. Logsdon stated that he would likely be recommending some
adhoc committees to address the review. Mr. Logsdon stated that the Act also added makeup artistry to the definition of boutique
services.

Mr. Logsdon reported that the Board was not successful in getting its legislative clean-up into any year-end bills. Mr. Logsdon
stated that he would need to look for sponsorship to move those changes in the new year.

Mr. Logsdon provided the Board with an Open/Closed school report.
Motion #5: Ms. Osterhage moved to approve the Executive Director’s report. Ms. Yeager seconded the motion.
Discussion: None. Roll call vote taken - motion carried: 11 - Yes.

Agenda item #5: PUBLIC TESTIMONY (Exhibit I)

Wezlynn Davis — called and declined

Mr. Willis provided his name and address for the record. Mr. Willis thanked Ms. Osterhage for having the passion that she does
for the Board and displaying it. Mr. Willis also thanked the Board for acknowledging him. Mr. Willis stated that, in large part,
the small barbershop does not feel they are represented by the people in the room. Mr. Willis felt that they had a small victory
with the election of Ms. Thomas. Regarding the retention of Mr. Taneff, Mr. Willis stated that he feels that it is big business and
the money behind it. Mr. Willis stated that the Board should expect his organization to continue to come down to the meetings.
Mr. Willis encouraged negotiation and synergy to move forward.

Mes. Osterhage responded to Mr. Willis stating she respected Mr. Willis. Ms. Osterhage reiterated that the merger is new, and she
understands how the barbers feel. Ms. Osterhage stated that the public testimony process is not comfortable, and many boards
don’t even allow public testimony, but the State Cosmetology and Barber Board does allow it. Ms. Osterhage stated that she
would love to engage with him during testimony, but for a long time no one has said anything at the podium that has made her
feel welcomed and able to reciprocate discussion. Ms. Osterhage stated that she wanted Mr. Willis to feel good about himself and
who he represents. Ms. Osterhage stated that she cares about the small barbershops too. Ms. Osterhage stated that this must be
about lifting each other up, including Mr. Taneff. Ms. Osterhage encourage everyone to start fresh.

Mr. Taneff responded to Mr. Willis. Mr. Taneff clarified that the Board represents the public of the state of Ohio, not barbers or
cosmetologists. Mr. Taneff addressed Mr. Willis” comments concerning “big business” and “money behind it.” Mr. Taneff stated
that he does not represent anyone in the industry nor does he get paid by anyone in the industry.

Eric Garrett

Mr. Garrett provided his name and address for the record. Mr. Garrett stated that there were thirteen non-barber board members
to two-barber board members. Mr. Garrett stated that it is easy to say let’s forget everything, let’s forget racism, and let’s forget
everything and start from scratch. Mr. Garrett stated that the ratio of barbers to non-barbers on the board do not give the barbers a
voice and they would like to be heard. Giving two examples, Mr. Garrett stated he has a passion to go after individuals that are
left out and he tries his best to help. Mr. Garrett stated that they were seeking individuals that may help push their agenda forward.
Referring to Ms. Osterhage’s feeling of discomfort, Mr. Garrett stated that the Board is going to go through discomfort with its
upcoming review. Mr. Garret stated he hopes the Board does not have to fight uphill to fix something. Mr. Garrett stated that he
feels they (the barbers) are constantly fighting uphill. Mr. Garrett stated that they must be heard. Mr. Garrett stated that he
appreciates what the Board does and it’s not easy, but he stated members must be uncomfortable to get comfortable.

Fouad Radwan - called and declined
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Alexis Mealey

Ms. Mealey asked to address the Board. Ms. Mealey provided her name and address. Ms. Mealey stated she was sorry Ms.
Osterhage felt scared and that it was never their intention. Ms. Mealey stated that she felt scared when a lawyer from the Ohio
Salon Association contacted her university concerning a letter she wrote. Ms. Mealey stated that she agrees with Ms. Osterhage
and everyone needs to be more open. Ms. Mealey stated that she is a member of the public, a college student, and she does not
have a stake here. Ms. Mealey stated that she was very concerned about the actions of this board and that she keeps coming back
hoping it will get better. Ms. Mealey stated she hopes the Board really believes what it is saying about working together to make
the industry a better place, but she stated that she does not appreciate Ms. Osterhage’s comments concerning others doing thing
behind her (Ms. Osterhage) back when a lawyer from the Ohio Salon Association is doing the same thing. Ms. Mealey
recognized private interests but stated their concern has always been how private interest come together in an interesting way on
the Board. Ms. Mealey stated she hopes the Board can start from a better place.

Ms. Osterhage responded to Ms. Mealey’s comments, stating if someone reached out and asked for her perspective before the
article was published, she would feel differently. Ms. Osterhage expressed concern over actions that had become personal and
that these issues should not be personal. She encouraged everyone to move forward with a fresh start.

Ms. Mealey provided additional follow-up testimony.

Mr. Taneff provided comment on his term and role on the Board and the enjoyment he receives from performing public service.
Mr. Taneff addressed allegations that he doesn’t make eye contact, stating he is often taking notes or reading the agenda, which is
not disrespect, it’s simply concentration on the agenda and his notes. Mr. Taneff stated that he found it disrespectful when
individuals question his ethics, integrity, and honesty. Mr. Taneff stated that he hoped everyone can move forward.

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Agenda item 8e: Discussion on Frequency of 2019 Board Meetings

Ms. Sheipline stated that she asked to have discussion on the frequency of Board meetings. Ms. Sheipline noted that several
meetings had been scheduled. Ms. Sheipline suggested holding standing business meetings every other month and tentative
meetings in between. Ms. Sheipline asked for discussion on the idea. Mr. Logsdon explained that the law only requires four
meetings per year and he saw no reason the Board could not accept a monthly schedule with every other month being a tentative
meeting. Ms. Sheipline inquired about the burden of monthly meetings. Ms. Osterhage inquired if the meeting every other month
would result in too much material. Mr. Logsdon stated that the Administrative Action report would expand, but it would not be
prohibitive. Mr. Logsdon reminded the Board that he addressed the issue of monthly meetings in January 2018. Mr. Logsdon
stated that staff do spend a lot of time with Board meeting preparation and Board meeting follow-up. Ms. Osterhage stated that
she would support the proposal, but the Executive Director should have discretion to use the tentative meeting date, if needed.

Motion #9: Mes. Osterhage moved to schedule Board meetings monthly with the potential that every other month could be
cancelled with a two-week notice. Ms. Yeager seconded the motion. Discussion: None. Roll call vote taken - motion carried: 11
-Yes

Added Agenda item - Discussion on Days and Times of Board Meetings

Ms. Sheipline stated that this discussion is related to the frequency of meetings discussion. Ms. Shiepline inquired if the day or
time of Board meetings were barriers for members to get to meetings. Ms. Yeager stated that she travels a lot and the travel is
often a Sunday/Monday, which results in difficulties when changes are considered. Ms. Yeager stated that she prefers the
Tuesday meeting schedule. Mr. Penzone stated that he voted for the change to Monday, but has the same problem with travel,
stating he would prefer Tuesday’s. Mr. Taneff stated he travels extensively on the weekends and has been cutting travel short to
accommodate the Monday meeting schedule. Ms. Osterhage stated that the schedule changes frequently due to the state’s holiday
schedule. As for time, Ms. Osterhage stated 1:00 p.m. Other members voiced support for 1:00 p.m.
