Agenda item #1: CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Mr. Taneff called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m.

Agenda item la: Roll Call

Mes. Flanery took roll call and nine members were present. Ms. Yeager and Ms. Cumberlander were not in attendance. Having
noted a quorum of members were present, Mr. Taneff proceeded to have the Board conduct business.

Agenda item 1b: Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America

Following the roll call, Mr. Taneff asked members to stand and recite the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of
America. Members and audience rose and recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

Agenda item 1c: Approval of Meeting Agenda (Exhibit C)

Motion #1: Ms. Osterhage moved to approve the meeting agenda for June 11, 2018. Ms. Thomas seconded the motion.
Discussion: None. Roll call vote taken — motion carried: 9 - Yes.

Agenda item #2: APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MEETING MINUTES (Exhibit D)

Agenda item 2a: Approval of Previous Meeting Minutes (Exhibit D)

Motion #2: Ms. Thomas moved to approve the May 8, 2018 meeting minutes of the State Cosmetology and Barber Board.
Mes. Sheipline seconded the motion. Discussion: None. (Ms. Yeager arrived at 1:01 p.m. and did not participate in the motion)

Roll call vote taken - motion carried: 9 — Yes.

Agenda item #3: OFFICER AND STAFF REPORTS

Agenda item 3a: Chairperson’s Report

Mr. Taneff stated that he did not have a report, but that he noted a requested motion to appoint Mr. Prince to the Curriculum and
Examination Review Committee. Mr. Taneff asked Mr. Logsdon to explain. Mr. Logsdon stated that there had been a delay in
the appointment to the remaining open barber seat on the Board and it is important for the Board to fill its committees as approved
during the Board’s inaugural meeting and that he recommended filling the open seat on the Curriculum and Examination Review
Committee with Mr. Prince, if he was willing. Mr. Logsdon explained that the Board could consider reassignments once the
second Barber member has been appointed to the Board.

Motion #3: Ms. Osterhage moved to appoint Kenji Prince to the Curriculum and Examination Review Committee. Ms.
Thomas seconded the motion. Discussion: None. Roll call vote taken - motion carried: 10 — Yes.
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Agenda item 3b: Executive Director’s Report (Exhibit E)

Mr. Logsdon filed a written report. Mr. Logsdon provided a brief verbal review of his report.
(Ms. Cumberlander arrived at 1:04 p.m.)

Mr. Logsdon provided the Board with a verbal summary of FY 2018 financial activity, stating that he predicts the Board will
complete FY 2018 under budget. Mr. Logsdon stated that given the scope of the project completed during FY 2018, including the
merger of the Boards, implementation of the new eLicense Ohio system, transition and integration of the board’s examination
program to a web-based examination, and upgrading the office security in the office lobby, the agency is on track to conclude FY
2018 within budget. Mr. Logsdon credited the agency employees, vendors, and partners in the Department of Administrative
Services, and other agencies. Mr. Logsdon stated that in the remaining days of the fiscal year funds must be encumbered for
unpaid financial obligations and planned projects. Mr. Logsdon stated that he has provided the Board with a list of all purchase
orders encumbered for the fiscal year, which is attached at attachment #1, a list of disbursements since February 21, 2018 through
May 23, 2018 (based upon the end date of his last disbursement report), and a list of the proposed purchase orders were attached
to his report as attachment #3.

Mr. Logsdon then commented on FY 2019 budget impact issues, noting eLicense Ohio, OCSEA wage increases, and web-based
testing would all be fully billed in FY 2019. Discussion: Ms. Osterhage inquired if the Board was billed for eLicense Ohio in FY
2018 to which Mr. Logsdon responded that that the agency was not. Mr. Logsdon stated that the Board would continue to
evaluate cost saving strategies to offset any unanticipated expenditures. Mr. Logsdon noted that FY 2020/2021 budget preparation
will begin mid-July, 2018, at which time agencies would be receiving their two-year budget guidance. Mr. Logsdon stated that
budgets are normally due for filing sometime in September.

Mr. Logsdon updated the Board on personnel matters. Specifically, he noted that the Board had two inspector positions open in
the Cuyahoga County. One of those positions was filled and the new inspector had begun employment effective on the date of the
meeting. Mr. Logsdon stated that a Barber inspector position was still open, but he had anticipated holding interviews and filling
the position in July.

Mr. Logsdon reported on Barber license renewal and he reviewed the number of renewals received for Barbers, Barber teachers,
Barbershops, Chair rentals, and Barber schools. Mr. Logsdon stated that persons expressing difficulty with the eLicense system
are being addressed through customer service center staff and board customer service staff. Mr. Logsdon reported that staff
regularly assist licensees with renewals and provide them with step-by-step instructions. Mr. Logsdon reported that use of online
services, entering personal information, and payment options continue to be the top complaints.

Mr. Logsdon provided the members with a list of the top ten violations issued during FY 2018, but did not speak to them.
Members had no questions.

Next, Mr. Logsdon reported that all rules approved by the Board on March 13, 2018 had been posted on the agency’s website.
Mr. Logsdon stated that the rules will be filed with the office of Common Sense Initiative within the next few days.

Mr. Logsdon provided members with a summary of the number of examinations provided through the on-line examination and
also the rollout dates for the COS Instructor theory examination, the Barber Student theory examination, and the Barber Teacher
theory examination. Mr. Logsdon explained that implementing the COS Instructor examination completes the final component of
Am. Sub. S.B. 213 under Section 4713.24 (B) of the Revised Code, which needed to be completed by September 13, 2018.

Mr. Logsdon provided members with a summary of the Barber School and Barber roundtable meetings. Mr. Logsdon explained
that he arranged meetings in Cleveland, Columbus, and Cincinnati to present information on the merger of the two Boards,
changes resulting from the merger, potential future changes, and the Board’s vision for Barber regulation. Mr. Logsdon stated
that the meeting in Cleveland was well attended and the meeting in Columbus was less so. Mr. Logsdon stated that questions and
comments were exchanged, they were challenging at times, but nonetheless informational and valuable for the staff and he hopes
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for those who attended. Mr. Logsdon hoped the meetings were building relationships and trust with the regulated community.
Also, the staff were able to address any misinformation or misunderstandings concerning changes implemented by the Board.
Last, Mr. Logsdon discussed the upcoming Barber school overview scheduled for June 25, 2018.

Motion #4: Mes. Sheipline moved to authorize the Executive Director to create purchase orders and expend funds as
presented on Attachment #3 of the Executive Director’s Report for the purposes of meeting the mission and objectives of the

Board, which shall be attached to the minutes of the Board. Ms. Osterhage seconded the motion. Discussion: None. Roll call
vote taken - motion carried: 11-Yes.

Alexis Mealey

Ms. Mealey provided her name and address for the record. Ms. Mealey prefaced her comments by stating that she had no stake in
the struggle that was going on with H.B. 189. Ms. Mealey stated that she was appearing to address the ethics and actions of
several members of the Board in support of H.B. 189. Ms. Mealey, paraphrasing the Ohio Revised Code, stated that “a potential
conflict of interest exists when the private interests of the person might interfere with the public interests the person is required to
serve in the exercise of the person’s authority.” Ms. Mealey then addressed Mr. Penzone and Ms. Osterhage directly. First, Ms.
Mealey spoke to the public interests. Ms. Mealey posed several questions and then responded to each. Asking what the public
interests of cosmetology education was, Ms. Mealey responded, first, was the right to standardize government-controlled training,
training that is both effective and prepares them for their careers, second, the right to thrive as independent practitioners to make a
living for themselves and their families, and third, is reciprocity. Ms. Mealey, referencing the OSA website, inquired how
reciprocity could be possible when forty-five other states require 1500 hours or more of cosmetology education before licensure.
Referencing a question Ms. Mealey attributed to Ms. Cumberlander, wherein Ms. Mealey stated Ms. Cumberlander asked about
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500 hours of training, Ms. Mealey responded that 500 hours is reciprocity with forty-five other states. Ms. Mealey, stating she
could not speak to the member’s private interests, said she would speak from an economic perspective. Ms. Mealey noted that
both Mr. Penzone and Ms. Osterhage own multiple salon franchises or large salons and that they would benefit from the
apprenticeship program, as opposed to need-filled, but that such programs would “cripple” smaller operations. Ms. Mealey stated
that apprenticeship programs benefit the addressed members by keeping people in their salons, who could be working elsewhere,
but for the inability for other salons to afford apprenticeship programs. Ms. Mealey, directing her comments to Mr. Penzone and
Ms. Osterhage, stated that they benefit, from a strict market standpoint, by having fewer talented independent contractors in the
market. Addressing proponent positions on H.B. 189 concerning decreasing student loan repayment, Ms. Mealey asked, “why not
just pay higher salaries.” Referencing an Ohio Salon Association endorsed website, which she stated reads “don’t be swayed by
some private school owners who are only interested in continuing to make money off the backs of young women and men who
want to enter this profession.” Ms. Mealey stated that the addressed members “were doing just that.” Ms. Mealey stated it is
unethical and offensive to hear that people like her relatives, who have pulled people out of poverty through education, were
profiteering.

Mr. Logsdon stated that
originally the rule was proposed as a rescinded rule, but after looking at the Ohio Revised Code he believed a rule needs to be in
place. Mr. Logsdon stated that the replaced proposed new rule is to meet the requirements of the Ohio Revised Code. Mr. Taneff
then called the question to approve the proposed rules.
